In 2015, there were 231 human exposures involving marijuana, 12 exposures
involving dogs and 1 exposure to a cat.
B 91 of these cases involved an “edible” marijuana product such as marijuana-infused brownies, cookies, candies, beverages, efc.

W Of the 231 exposures, 117 (51%) involved children 0 to 18 years of age.
The age group with the most marijuana cases (26%) was for individuals 13 to 19 years of age.
